Procedures for Entering and Residing in Japan

This chapter provides an overview of the various procedures that international
students need to complete in order to enter and live in Japan.
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1-1 Before Leaving your Country

The following items need to be prepared before leaving home for Japan.
Passport

Visa

Airline ticket

Approx.10 ID photos

Money (equivalent of - US$ 3,000)

Life Insurance against Traffic Accidents (optional)

Oooooogoao

Passport
Apply for your passport as early as possible as it generally takes time to be processed.

Visa

Certificate of Eligibility (COE) is required by all international students other than Japanese
Government (Monbukagakusho: MEXT) Scholarship Students, when applying for a visa.
Contact your relevant faculty / graduate school for details on how to obtain the COE. The
status of residence for overseas students attending university to study or research is in
principle “Student (ryugaku)”.

Airline Ticket

Obtain your airline ticket well in advance having checked all necessary procedures required
to study at the University of Tokyo (UTokyo). Embassy recommended Japanese Government
(MEXT) Scholarship Students should check with the nearest Japanese diplomatic office in
their country, while those with university recommended scholarships should check with the
relevant faculty or graduate school at UTokyo.

ID Photos

ID photos will be required for visa application procedure and university enrollment. It is
inappropriate to alter part or all of your face using image editing apps or similar tools in a
way that makes it different from the actual appearance of your face.

Money

All international students, including students with scholarships, are recommended to
bring the equivalent of US$ 3,000 in cash when you arrive in Japan to cover various initial
expenses. The first scholarship usually takes about one to one and a half months after arrival.
Those planning to move into privately rented accommodation will need additional funds to
cover deposit, key money (reikin), rent, and other housing costs (see 2-2).

Life Insurance against Traffic Accidents (optional)

Life insurance against traffic accidents or traveler’s insurance is advisable for when
traveling. See section “6-7 Various Insurance and Emergency Control Services” about health
insurance when in Japan.

Other Preparations

+ Contact your faculty / graduate school and your supervisor (if known). Check the scope
and plan of your studies, housing arrangements, and any other details. Obtaining advice
from people in your country who have studied in Japan, about studying and living in
Japan may be advantageous.

- Build your basic speaking and listening skills in Japanese. Memorizing terms and
expressions commonly used in your field of study may be useful.

Students with Health Conditions requiring Continued Medical Treatment in
Japan

Students who need to continue treatment or medication receiving in their home country
should consult carefully with their doctor before coming to Japan. Please confirm that
the necessary treatment can be continued in Japan, and make sure to bring a referral
letter (written in either Japanese or English) from your doctor and to follow the necessary
procedures to bring your medication when you come to Japan. Each campus has a health
service center, so it is recommended to visit the center if necessary and consult with a doctor
as soon as possible about continuing treatment in Japan. Please check carefully the websites
of the relevant authorities regarding bringing your medications upon entry into Japan.

Check your vaccination record

Having unexpected health problems while traveling abroad may cause trouble, such as
delayed consultation and treatment due to language and financial issues. Vaccines can
reduce the risk of infection and becoming severe cases of several important infectious
diseases. Therefore, it is important to check your vaccination record before traveling and
consider which vaccines you need to protect yourself from such infectious diseases and
prevent the spread to others. Some vaccines require multiple doses, so please consult with
your doctor about the type of vaccines and vaccination

schedule as soon as possible before traveling.

Japan Pre-Entry Tuberculosis Screening (JPETS)

JPETS is a TB test to certify with the TB Clearance Certificate that foreign nationals who
intend to enter Japan from target countries and stay for a medium- to long-term do not
have active tuberculosis by undergoing a chest x-ray examination, etc. at a Panel Clinic
before traveling to Japan. For more information on applicable countries and procedures,
please check the following websites.

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1-2 Procedures for Entering Japan

(1) Immigration
At the port of entry, confirming with your passport, visa and certificate of eligibility (COE),
you’ll be assigned your status of residence and period of stay.

(2) Residence Card

A seal of landing verification will be stamped in your passport and a Residence Card will be
issued to all foreign nationals with period of stay of over 3 months on arrival at a Japanese
Port of Entry. You are required by law to carry your Residence Card at all time and failure to
do so may result in criminal penalty.

To hold a part time job in Japan, permission to engage in activity other than that permitted
under the status of residence previously granted is required. New residents who come to
Japan as an international student (excluding MEXT scholarship students) whose status of
residence is “Student” can also apply for the permission at the same time their Resident
Card is issued after landing in Japan. Please note that those entering on a re-entry permit
are not eligible (see 1-10).

(3) Baggage Claim

Collect any baggage that you checked in at the baggage claim. If your baggage does not
appear, notify an attendant so that you can arrange to have the missing item found and
delivered.

(4) Customs
All students are required to go through customs inspection. Any items to Japan via a
shipping service, need to be declared as unaccompanied baggage.

(5) Travel from the Airport
You are responsible for arranging your transportation from the airport to the university or
your housing. Information on routes and fares should be checked beforehand.

(6) Enrollment Procedures
Promptly carry out enrollment and other procedures required by your faculty or graduate
school on arrival.

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Japanese law prohibits the following items from being brought into the country. Students

violating this may be subjected to harsh legal punishment, loss of scholarships, expulsion,

and other penalties. So do not bring any of these items.

(D Narcotics (cocaine, heroin, etc.), stimulants, marijuana, psychoactive drugs, etc.

® Firearms, swords

(@ Obscene magazines, DVD, etc.

@ Items that infringe upon trademarks, copyrights, etc.

® Wild plants / animals designated as endangered by the Washington Convention (CITES),
and products made from them

*All plants (including seeds and fruit) and animals brought to Japan must undergo a

qguarantine inspection. Many plants and animals are subject to import prohibitions or

restrictions and may be confiscated if brought to Japan. (Certain items may not be brought

into Japan depending on their country / region of origin.)

People entering or leaving Japan with cash, other means of payment, and securities whose
total value exceeds the equivalent of one million yen must submit a declaration form in
accordance with the Customs Act.

1-4 Regarding the Residency Management System

A “Residence Card” will be newly issued for those with mid-and long-term residence
permits (those permitted to stay over 3 months).

(1) Procedures at the Municipal Office (Notification of address / change of
address)

Those who receive a Residence Card on arrival to Japan must register your address at the
local municipal office within 14 days of finding a place to settle down. The same applies
if you change your address during your stay. A document showing the address and your
Residence Card is required for this procedure at the municipal office of your new address.

(2) Procedure at the Immigration Services Bureau

Any other changes (e.g. last name, nationality) to your information, take your passport, ID photo,
and Residence Card to the Immigration Services Bureau to complete the appropriate procedures
within 14 days of a change. In general, you will be given a new Residence Card on the same day.

(3) Notification of Affiliation
If you are a mid or long term resident and have graduated, completed, or withdrawn from
your academic program, the Immigration Services Bureau must be notified within 14 days

1-5 Extension of Period of Stay

For the international students with “Student” visa status, the period of stay will be
individually designated by the Minister of Justice, not to exceed 4 years and 3 months.
Those wishing to proceed to a higher level or continue studying in Japan must apply for an
extension. Applications are accepted 3 months before the expiration of the period of your
stay. Submit the necessary items listed below and complete the procedure by the day of
the expiration as noted on your Residence Card.

® Certificate of enrollment status (issued at Graduate school / Faculty)

@ A transcript (issued at Graduate school / Faculty)

If your academic record is not sufficient and / or if you repeat a year, you need to submit
a letter of reason and a letter of recommendation from your supervisor.

*If you take a leave from university for certain period of time, you need to get a letter of

reason or a letter of leave of absence.

© Out of students who got the Visa status renewed and got into our university from other
universities, those who will be renewing the status of visa for the first time are needed to
submit the Graduation certificate and the transcript from previous school.

Handling charge (Required when receiving your new residence card.)

*Additional documents may be required by the Immigration Services Bureau.

[Notes]

- You will be considered an illegal immigrant if you overstay your period of stay by even just
one day, so be sure to apply for an extension well in advance.

+ The maximum length a research student (undergraduate or graduate) can stay on
a residence status of “Student (ryugaku)” is 2 years including any period spent as a
research student at any other universities. This does not apply in some exceptional
circumstances.

- Immigration Services Bureau offices tend to be very crowded around the start of the
academic year and long holidays, so it is advisable to apply early during these months.

- After extending your visa, you need to reapply for “Permission to Engage in Activity other
than that Permitted under the Status of Residence Previously Granted (a permit to work
part-time)”. This permission becomes invalid upon extension. Especially those who have
a plan to work part-time after extension must pay attention to this.

- Itis also possible to extend your residency period online if you have your My Number card
(see 7-2), meet the necessary conditions, and possess the required equipment.

1-6 Change of Visa Status

Generally, international students attending Japanese universities are granted the “Student”
visa. This status is required for various procedures, including scholarship applications.
Accordingly, those with a different status are asked to change it to “Student” visa in
principle.

Also, those who wish to search for or take up employment after graduation need to change
their “Student” visa to a different one (see 1-12, 1-13).

[Notes]

- Students awarded the Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarships must acquire a
“Student” visa before entering Japan and enter Japan with the “Student (ryugaku)”
residence status. Please note that students who change their visa status to one other than
“Student” after arrival in Japan will lose their qualification to be Japanese Government
Scholarship recipients from the date their visa status is changed, and they will not be able
to receive the scholarship.

- If you need to stay for a while after you complete your studies, please check with the
immigration bureau before you graduate. Even if you change your visa from student to,
for example, “Temporary Visitor” (short-term stay) for the purpose of preparing to leave
the country, you may no longer be qualified to receive services from your municipal
government. Please contact your municipal office for details as well.

1-7 Special Re-Entry Permits

International students in possession of a valid passport and resident card who will be re-
entering Japan within 1 year of departure to continue their activities in Japan, in principle,
will not require a re-entry permit (this is called a special re-entry permit).

However, if your period of stay expires within one year of temporarily leaving Japan, please
make sure to re-enter Japan before the expiration of your period of stay.

Please make sure to tick the correct box on the Embarkation and Disembarkation Card for
Re-entrants if using this system. (Free of charge)

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- Before temporarily leaving Japan, obtain permission from your academic advisor and
notify the administrative office of your faculty / graduate school.

* You can still use the Special Re-entry Permission process even if you have applied for
an extension of your period of stay or a change of status of residence and wish to leave
Japan temporarily during the processing period.

- If you have not been engaged in activities related to your status of residence for three
months or more, you may be required, at the time of your next application for an
extension of the period of stay or a change of status of residence, to provide a reasonable
explanation for the reasons for your temporary departure from Japan. If the explanation
is not consistent, your application may be denied.

1-8 Obtaining Family Visa

To have family members (spouse and children only) come and live together with you, they
need to obtain visa with a status of “dependent” visa.

International students already in Japan can apply for Certificate of Eligibility (COE) for the
status of Dependent at the Immigration Services Bureau on behalf of their family members.

@ Certificate of Enrollment and Official School Transcript of student inviting their family
members.

Document showing proof of address (copy of rental agreement. If currently living alone,
a written proof showing that your accommodation can legally accommodate the family
you wish to bring over or that you are actively looking for family accommodation.)

*Please take copies of other documents such as a copy of your bank book, etc. as the

Immigration Services Bureau in many cases requests such documentation.

*There may be needed some other documents as the Immigration Services Bureau asks.

[Notes]

- If the family member’s stay in Japan is for 9o days or less, they can enter and reside in
Japan as a “Temporary Visitor” (short-term stay). (If their passports are issued by the
countries or regions with Visa Exemptions, they do not have to obtain a Temporary Visitor

+ When your family member or friend comes to Japan as a tourist or a short-term visitor,
please inform them to buy a travel insurance before traveling to Japan. Recently, many
uninsured tourists/visitors happen to have a sudden illness or injury after arriving in
Japan, having many troubles with payment of the medical fees incurred in Japan.

International students coming to study and research at universities are assigned the status
of residence “Student”, and working is not permitted under this status.

Students must apply for and obtain Permission to Engage in Activity other than that
Permitted under the Status of Residence Previously Granted.

[ Application Procedures]

Apply by submitting the items listed below to the Immigration Bureau in person. The
screening is expected to take about 1 month after the submission of the application. Once it
has been admitted, permission will be issued.

In addition, you can apply for an extension of your period of stay at the same time.
Furthermore, as mentioned in “1-2 Procedures for Entering Japan”, new residents who come
to Japan as an international student (excluding MEXT scholarship students) can apply for
permission at the same time their Resident Card is issued after landing in Japan.

+ Please ensure you keep your status of residence as “Student” during your stay.

« International students of UTokyo who will be working as Research Assistants (RA) or
Teaching Assistants (TA) at the University must confirm with your faculty or graduate
school whether or not the permit is required.

- Be sure to notify the administrative office of your faculty or graduate school after you
obtain this permission.

- International students are limited to 28 hours of part-time work per week, and 8 hours a
day during summer or winter breaks.

+ Part-time work is not permitted during leaves of absence from the University.

+ The spouse of an international student residing in Japan as a dependent is required to
obtain the permit if he or she wishes to engage in part-time work.

- After extending your visa, you need to reapply for “Permission to Engage in Activity other
than that Permitted under the Status of Residence Previously Granted (a permit to work
part-time)”. This permission becomes invalid upon extension. Especially those who have
a plan to work part-time after extension must pay attention to this.

1-11 Notes on a Leave of Absence
or Withdrawal from the University

(1) If you take a leave of absence

Based on the Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act, your status of residence
may be revoked if you do not participate in activity as a student continually for over 3
months. (However, this does not apply in cases where you have a valid reason.) Taking a
leave of absence falls within this category, so please consult with your academic advisor
and academic staff in charge of international students before doing so. Furthermore,
activities such as part time work will not be permitted during the leave of absence.

(2) If you are graduating or withdrawing

If you graduate or withdraw from UTokyo, you will be required to leave the country even if
there is still time on your status as a “Student” unless you must immediately change your
status to an appropriate status of residency. You are not allowed to continue to stay in
Japan with “Student” visa status.

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1-12 If you are graduating or withdrawing

After graduating or completing your studies at UTokyo, you will be required to return to
your country, even if your status of residence “Student” is still valid. Even if your “Student”
status of residence is still valid, if you intend to remain in Japan for purposes other than
study, please change your status of residence to an appropriate category as soon as
possible. You are not allowed to continue to stay in Japan with “Student” visa status.

In addition, please note that if your period of stay already includes a period of stay to
prepare for departure from Japan after graduation (e.g., one year and three months, two
years and three months, or one to two months after graduation/completion of study), in
principle, you will not be able to change your status of residence to “Temporary Visitor”
(short-term stay) for the purpose of preparing to leave Japan.

Also, the permission to engage in activities other than those permitted under the status
of residence previously granted is valid only while you are enrolled in an educational
institution, so if you are not enrolled in any school after graduation, you will not be allowed
to work part-time.

1-13 Status of Residence after Graduation

(1) Designated Activities (Future creators, Job-hunting activities)(J-Find)

If you wish to engage in job-hunting activities after graduation/completion of your studies,
you may apply for a change of status of residence to “Designated Activities (Future creators,
Job-hunting activities).” If permission is granted, you may stay in Japan for a maximum of
two years. In addition to the application form, you must submit your CV, schedule of stay,
and documents showing the current balance in a bank/other savings account under your
name (a proof showing that the amount of savings is 200,000 yen or more) etc.

(2) Designated Activities (to continue job-hunting activities)

Regular international students who wish to remain in Japan and seek employment after
graduating/completing their course of studies may apply for a change of status of residence
to “Designated Activities (to continue job-hunting activities),” provided that they obtain a
letter of recommendation from your faculty/graduate school. If your application for change
of status is admitted, you will be granted a period of stay for 6 months, which can be
renewed once (for a total stay of up to 1 year).

There are some conditions, such as the date of enrollment to the graduate
school must be within one year, and you must obtain a written pledge from the graduate
school.

*If you have not been admitted to any schools at the time of graduation and wish to continue to
stay in Japan to take an entrance examination, you may be granted “Temporary Visitor” status
of residence (short-term stay). Both regular and non-regular students may apply for this status,
and the period of stay will be screened individually. Under the visa status, it is prohibited to
engage in activities other than those permitted under the status of residence (part-time jobs).

[If you are going to engage in entrepreneurial activities]

(1) Designated Activities (Future creators, Entrepreneurial activities)(J-Find)

If you wish to engage in entrepreneurial activities after graduation/completion of your
studies, you may apply for a change of status of residence to “Designated Activities (Future
creators, Entrepreneurial activities).” If permission is granted, you may stay in Japan for
a maximum of two years. In addition to the application form, you must submit your CV,
schedule of stay, and documents showing the current balance in a bank/other savings
account under your name (a proof showing that the amount of savings is 200,000 yen or
more) etc.

B Guarantor/Rent Guarantee Services

Most apartment leases in Japan require a guarantor (rentai hoshoonin), a person who co-
signs the lease to share liability (jointly and severally) with the renter for any debts to the
landlord. Recently, more and more lease agreements are being made by means of rent
guarantee services provided by guarantee companies, without the need for a guarantor.
Rent guarantee services can also be subscribed to by the University of Tokyo Co-op.

M Initial costs other than rent

Deposit (shikikin)

An amount equivalent to two months’ rent is generally paid as a deposit to the landlord,
and is refunded to you when moving out, provided that you satisfy the terms of your
lease. Associated costs will be deducted from your deposit, if you damage or significantly
dirty the apartment, or default on payments. Some landlords may deduct a fee from the
deposit to cover cleaning costs for the next tenant.

Key Money (reikin)

This is a monetary gift paid to the landlord, and is generally equivalent to two months’
rent in the Kanto region. This is not refunded, even if you terminate your lease early.
Some apartments do not require key money, but you may be charged other nonrefundable
fees instead.

Commission (chuukai tesuuryoo)

If you sign a lease agreement, the real estate agent will charge you a commission that is
generally equivalent to one month’s rent, plus consumption tax.

Insurance (hokenryoo)

Many landlords and real estate agents require tenants to enroll in a property insurance
policy. The premium for a two-year lease generally costs somewhere between ¥10,000
and ¥20,000.

Renewal fee (koshinryoo)

You may be asked to pay an amount equivalent to 1-2 months’ rent when you renew the
lease contract.

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B Restoration of property

Generally speaking, the landlord is responsible for repairing the daily wear and light
damage to property, such as deterioration due to age or wear from normal use. To prevent
disputes regarding the cost of restoration (return of the deposit) between the renter and
the landlord, checking the condition of the property when moving in and moving out is vital.
To prevent being charged extortionate amount of restoration cost, we recommend that you
(1) make a checklist and (2) take photographs at the time of your moving in and moving out
of the property.

The deposit settlement is based on the contract undertaken between the renter and
the landlord. In order to prevent and settle problems surrounding restoration costs, the
Housing Bureau of the Ministry of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism (MLIT)
has prepared a guideline: (1) “BEIREIREDHS I TILEH AR Z1” (Japanese only) while
the Bureau of Urban Development of the Tokyo Metropolitan Government has drafted an
ordinance: (2) “Ordinance for the Prevention of Residential Rental Disputes in Tokyo.”

Admission fee

Students (excluding research students and auditors) facing difficulty in paying this fee can
apply for an exemption or postponement of payment, which is granted to those who pass a
screening process. (Exemption for undergraduate students is conditional to the applicants
themselves or the person responsible for the payment of their school expenses, sustaining
damages caused by natural disasters occurring one year or less prior to application.)

Tuition

Students (excluding research students and auditors) facing difficulty in paying tuition may
apply for an exemption or postponement of payment twice a year, which is granted to those
who pass a screening process. Application period for the first half is usually from mid-
February to early April, and application period for the second half is usually from early
August to early October. Applications for exemption or postponement of tuition fee for the
first half are treated as full-year applications (Applications for both the first and second
half). On the other hand, applications for exemption or postponement of tuition fee for the
second half are treated as applications for the second half only, and cannot be combined
with applications for the first half of the next academic year.

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application guidelines for scholarships that you are eligible to apply for. Please note that
the conditions and application periods may vary from year to year. Scholarship recipients
who have completed their studies in Japan and are preparing to return to their homeland
should, as a matter of courtesy, send the scholarship organization a letter expressing their
gratitude and conveying their career plans.

[Notes]

« All scholarship applications are submitted through your administrative office, except for
those that need to be submitted directly to the scholarship organization. Be aware that
application deadlines vary by faculty / graduate school.

- Each scholarship has its own set of application requirements. Before applying for a
particular scholarship, be sure to carefully read its application guidelines.

- Note that scholarships available to privately financed international students are
extremely competitive.

- Some scholarships require applicants to submit an academic transcript from the
university they attended in their homeland (issued by that university), a health certificate
(issued by the UTokyo Health Service Center or a hospital), and/or a JUMIN-HYO
KISAIJIKO SHOMEISHO (issued by your local municipality).

3-3 Japanese Government (vext) Scholarship Procedures

- Administrative office of your faculty/graduate school

Students awarded the Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship receive a monthly stipend.

B Monthly stipends

Procedure

(® At the beginning of each month (preferably within the first five days), sign the enrollment
confirmation sheet, “zaisekibo”, at the administrative office of your faculty / graduate
school.

@ After signing the zaisekibo, you will receive your stipend at the end of the month.

® If you are unable to sign the zaisekibo during the period indicated in (O, sign it during an
alternative period specified by your faculty / graduate school (by the last week of the
month).

@ In the case of 3, your stipend will be paid in the following month.

[Notes]

- In principle, stipends are not paid for months in which you are outside Japan for the
entire month, or for months in which the recipient fails to sign the zaisekibo (even if you
are in Japan).

- There are many other rules concerning the Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship.
Please read all the documents about the Japanese Government Scholarship carefully, and
confirm with your faculty / graduate school that there will be no problems, before you
start any procedures to alter your study, job or status of residence.

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B Scholarship extensions

Procedure

- Applications for extension of the scholarship period are accepted around every
December.

+ Note that the application period is around May for those who came to Japan as research
students in April and enroll as regular students in the following September or October.

[Notes]

+ In some cases, extensions are not permitted by the terms of the scholarship. Be sure to
ask your faculty / graduate school about your eligibility well in advance of the application
period.

B Return air ticket

Procedure

+ Those planning to return to their home country at the end of March should apply around
November, and those planning to return at the end of August or September should apply
around July.

[Notes]

+ Scholarship recipients who have completed their studies and are returning home within
the last month of the scholarship period will have their airfare paid. (This may not apply
to some students, depending on their program and requirements.)

3-4 The University of Tokyo Foundation for Supporting
International Students (consolation money and emergency loans)

The University of Tokyo Foundation for Supporting International Students is a fund designed
to financially assist international students, through donations made by UTokyo employees,
alumni and etc. This assistance is provided mainly in the form of condolence money and
emergency loans. Condolence money of up to ¥100,000 is paid to students in times of
trouble, such as suffering damages from a disaster or accident, or illnesses / injuries that
require hospitalization for a month or more. An emergency loan of up to ¥200,000 is
available to students who experience losses from disasters or accidents that severely strain
their finances.

Applications should be submitted to the administrative office of your faculty / graduate
school.
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3-5 Student Discounts

B Students commuter certificates necessary for purchasing student commuter
passes and student travel discount certificates

- Administrative office of your faculty / graduate school

There are student discounts available for trains and other public transportation. Specific
forms and Student ID cards are required for the issue of student commuter passes. For
purchasing of greater than 100km one-way ticket, a student travel discount certificate is
required. Forms and certificates can be obtained from your graduate school or faculty (not
available to research students and auditors).

B Student group travel discount tickets

- Student Life Team, Student Support Group or Administrative office of your faculty / graduate school

The student group travel discount for JR train tickets and so on can be available to

groups comprising of at least one UTokyo staff member and at least 8 UTokyo students.

Student groups that wish to receive the discount need to submit the following 4 necessary

application documents to Student Support Group’s Student Life Team or administrative

office of your faculty / graduate school and receive approval. Following the approval, the

group travel application form stamped with the President Seal will be returned to your

group. In order to purchase the discount tickets, bring the form to the train station, travel

center, etc. by the due date (Japan Railway Company (JR) lines: at least 14 days before the

departure date). (The university’s approval process takes several days to complete.)

(This form is
available on Website.)

@ List of everyone traveling in the group. (This form is available on Website.)

® Brief itinerary (No specific format)

@ Group travel application form. (This can be obtained from the train station, travel
center, etc.)

B Visiting National Museum and National Gallery

UTokyo has joined a partnership with National Museum of Nature and Science, Tokyo
National Museum and National Museum of Art (The National Museum of Modern Art/
National Crafts Museum (Kanazawa) / National Film Archive of Japan / The National
Museum of Western Art / The National Art Center, Tokyo / The National Museum of Art,
Osaka / The National Museum of Modern Art, Kyoto). By showing your Student ID Card*
when purchasing entrance tickets, entrance to the standard exhibitions will be free and
there will be a discount for special exhibition tickets as well.

*Undergraduates, graduates, research students and auditors whose ID Cards have IC chip
installed in them are eligible for this service. Please note that those with laminated or
paperbased certificates are not eligible for this service.
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International students engage in learning mainly at their faculty or graduate
school, so contact the administrative office of your faculty or graduate school
for details of the educational programs provided. This chapter presents basic
information pertinent to international students in all university divisions.
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4-1 Japanese Language Courses

B Japanese Courses at Japanese Language Education Division, Center for
Global Education

Japanese Language Education Division, Center for Global Education offers a variety of
Japanese language courses.

*All classes are conducted online for the convenience of students and researchers on
various campuses.

Eligibility

All international students at UTokyo

*An application must be submitted during a specified period.

*Some courses have eligibility restrictions or require applicants to take a selection test.
*Some are also open to spouses of international students

Types of Courses

- General Course
This is a one to three sessions per week course, recommended for international students
with busy schedules. The course includes general classes of different levels ranging from
elementary to advanced, and classes focused on specific skill areas, such as kanji and
intermediate conversation.

- Intensive Japanese Course
Offering elementary, intermediate to advanced classes, this course is designed for
students who are able to devote a large portion of their time to Japanese language
learning. The purpose of the course is to improve language skills in a short period, thus
students are expected to attend every lesson.

- Short-term Japanese Course (courses are not run on a regular basis)
This course is for students who cannot attend classes regularly, or who arrived in the
middle of a term.

- Special Themed Seminar (courses are not run on a regular basis)
These courses run only for several sessions on a specific theme.

Course start and application period

General Course and Intensive Japanese Course start in April and October. Short-term Japanese
Course and Special Themed Seminar are held irregularly. Those who are interested must apply
during the designated periods.

Please register as a user through UTAS
to use the University of Tokyo Library System. After registering, please make sure to bring
your student ID (or research student ID) when you visit a library at UTokyo. Students who
cannot access UTAS are required to register at the library of your affiliated graduate school/
faculty or institute.

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Dealing with Life in a Different Culture

For some of you, coming to UTokyo marks the first time that you leave the familiar
environment of your homeland and live in another country. As such, you may at times,
feel uneasy or disorientated. In order to cope with the stress that comes from living in
a different culture, it is important to know how to relax, such as exercising, reading,
taking walks, or talking with your friends. If you are encountering difficulties in your
lifestyle, speaking to a professional may help-it is a good way to receive advice on
solutions to your problems. If you need to consult about issues in your daily life,
International Student Support Room or other campus advising facilities are available
to assist you. The following points are basic, but very important to help you adjust to a
new culture.

- Eating Balanced Meals

You may have difficulties maintaining your usual dietary lifestyle in Japan. For some people,
living here will also be the first time that you cook your own meals. In many Japanese
restaurants, you will find meal sets that are called “teishoku.” We recommend these meal
sets, because they are nutritious, balanced, and the menus may change daily. On campus,
teishoku can be found at a reasonable price at any of the University Co-op run dining halls
(see 7-11).

- Make Time to Exercise

Exercising is often said to be an effective way to stabilize your mood. If you are worried
about not getting results on your research, feeling anxious about your future, or have
any concerns, exercising may help you relieve stress. Gotenshita Memorial Arena is a
popular spot among international students and is widely used by students. If Hongo
Campus is too far, we recommend you look for a gymnasium or sports activity center
run by the city or ward you are living in. If you exercise on a regular basis, you will
continue to see greater impact in your daily life.

- Social Interaction among Students

One of the keys to having a successful study experience in Japan is to actively interact
with the students in your lab and those around you. Initially, differences in customs
and thinking may pose obstacles to such interaction, but once you develop an
understanding of those around you, it will be much easier to connect with them.

Try to interact with many people on and off campus by participating in events hosted
by your lab or faculty/graduate school, the exchange programs run by Center for
Global Education, university clubs and sports teams, events sponsored by your
municipality, and other such opportunities.

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5-6 Office for Disability Equity
(Support/Consultation for students and employees with disabilities)
(Services are available in English only if accompanied by a Japanese / English translator)

Guided by the spirit of the UTokyo Charter, the Office for Disability Equity (ODE) is dedicated
to the mission of promoting an obstacle free (free of barrier) campus. It strives to ensure
that students with disabilities can fully participate in academic programs by coordinating
the individual support system by each faculty and graduate school. To level playing field
for students with disabilities, appropriate support and facilities must be provided in terms
of both external and internal sources. For instance, for students with hearing impairments
or deaf, the ODE can provide support to aid hearing as well as other support such as note-
taking and the computer-assisted captioning in order to bring lectures to a text format.
We also loan out hearing aid system. For those with visual impairments or blind, support
for enlarging font, conversion to PDF and loaning out assistive technology (AT) equipment.
For those with orthopedic or mobility difficulties, the ODE offers support including the
re-arrangements of lecture room, removal of impediments to make university facilities
accessible, and exclusive parking lot. For those with other impairments, the ODE provides
care and consultation according to their own worries. Please feel free to ask academic staff
or coordinators stationed at the ODE for consultations regarding your needs.The ODE is
also looking for support staff who are willing to help disabled students. Training and skill-
building courses for the computer-assisted captioning and so on are run for staff who are
interested in learning about such methods of support.

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5-7 Harassment Counseling Center
(HCC) (English support can be arranged upon request. It is also possible to

have an accompanying interpreter, subject to prior consultation.)

The Harassment Counseling Center (HCC) offers counseling and consultation regarding
harassment-related issues.

Are you experiencing any of these problems?

- You turned down the romantic advances of a senior student, but s/he continues to
disturb you by ambushing/following you on your way home.

- You receive constant phone calls and emails from a faculty member even on weekends or
late at night, and are commanded to respond immediately.

- Somebody you do not want to be friends with keeps on nagging you for your mailing
address, phone number, email address, or online contact info.

- It was difficult for you to turn down your associate’s persistent invitations to a private, 1:1
dinner as a “reward for your hard work,” as s/he put it.

- As you encounter something new and unfamiliar (which may be uncomfortable), they
always say, “Oh, it is nothing special. In Japan this is normal.” But you often wonder if
that is true.

- You are ridiculed about your physical appearance/attire/figure/age, and rumors have
been spread by those who make fun of you.

- Someone has intentionally taught you offensive and sexually inappropriate Japanese
slang words without telling you their meanings. You found out what they really mean
much later.

- You feel that your religious beliefs and customs are not respected.

- Your personal matters (e.g., family issues, health problems, financial situations) were
discussed in front of everyone with no consideration for your privacy.

- You feel that you are receiving unfair and unjust treatment from a faculty member, just
because you are an “international student.”

- Another student in the same lab has confided in you suspicion of being harassed.

- You are the object of discrimination because of your national origin. Someone has said to
you, “That’s why | cannot trust people from (your country of origin).”

- You understand and follow the principle of “respecting the elderly.” You often wonder,
however, whether you have to accept everything they say/do; including something you
feel is unjust and ethically questionable.

- Being forced to endure in an atmosphere that is inconsiderate of sexual diversity (e.g.,
discriminatory remarks toward sexual minorities).

- You have no one with whom you can talk about your concerns and problems.

» Professional counselors will help you with issues such as those listed above.

» Your privacy will be protected.

» Our counseling and consultation sessions can be conducted by Zoom, phone and/or Email. In-
person sessions are also available upon request.

2 Consultation Contact

Currently, UTokyo has no consultation center specialized in gender and sexuality issues.
However, students can discuss their concerns including those on gender and sexuality at
the following offices.

The professional
counselor, a clinical psychologist, will talk with you about your concerns, including those
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on gender and sexuality.

(3) Office for Mental Health Support (see 6-2)

The Office for Mental Health Support helps students and staff at UTokyo continue their
personal and academic lives with a healthy mind. All visits to the Office for Mental Health
Support require an appointment in advance. Psychiatrists are not specialists in matters
of gender and sexuality, however, they will discuss issues related to gender and sexuality,
as well as other mental health issues. They can also introduce you to more specialized
institutions.

(4) Harassment Counseling Center (see 5-7)

The Harassment Counseling Center (HCC) offers counseling and consultation services for
a wide range of harassment-related issues, such as sexual, academic or cyber harassment.
Regardless of their positions/statuses, the HCC’s services are available for all UTokyo
members. Families, friends or concerned parties (e.g., witnesses or supervisors, etc.) of
the affected individual(s) are also welcome to utilize our services. The HCC Counselors are
trained to handle specialized issues and unique situations associated with harassment.
Every aspect of the HCC’s services is handled with strict confidentiality. The HCC sees
counseling as a collaborative process: valuing our clients’ viewpoints, together we strive
to seek solutions that respect their wishes. You can still receive our services even if you are
unsure whether your issues are harassment-related. If something is bothering you, please
come talk to us so we can work together.

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6-1 National Health Insurance (nhi)

- Your local municipal office

All international students who have been granted permission to stay with a residence
period exceeding three months are required by law to sign up in the National Health
Insurance (NHI) at the municipal office where you registered as a resident. After completing
your resident registration, please take your residence card to the NHI section at the
municipal office, and complete the procedure to join the NHI.

B My Number Health Insurance Card (Maina Hokensho)

Previously, a “Health Insurance Card” was issued after joining the National Health Insurance.
However, as of December 2, 2025, conventional health insurance cards are no longer valid, and
the system is transitioning to using the My Number Card (12-digit individual number card)(see
7-2) as the health insurance card: the My Number Health Insurance Card. After obtaining
your My Number Card, you need to register it yourself for use as a health insurance card. For
more details, please refer to the website below.

Those who do not have a My Number Health Insurance Card (i.e., those who do not have a
My Number Card or have not registered their My Number Card for use as a health insurance
card), should bring the ‘Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate’ (&E1&##z8&) issued by your
local municipal office when visiting medical institutions or pharmacies.

B National Health Insurance Premium

For single individuals whose income is zero or below a certain level, the annual premium
is generally around 15,000 yen. If you join partway through the year, you will need to pay
premiums for the months from your joining month until March. The insurance premium
varies depending on the municipality, and if your income from part-time work or taxable
scholarships, research grants, etc. is high, the amount you are required to pay will also
increase. Whenever you receive medical treatment or medication at a healthcare facility,
by showing either the My Number Health Insurance Card or the Health Insurance Eligibility
Certificate, you will only need to pay 30% of the total medical expenses covered by the
Health Insurance Law, and you can receive treatment or medication.

B Medical Care (Clinical Service Section)

Bl Health Check-ups

All students must undergo a health check-up every year according to the law. The health
check-ups play a major role in preserving everyone’s health. The purpose of these exams
is to protect the health of individual students and the university community. Our goal is to
support the students to effectively continue their academic work, so please make sure to
have a health check-up.

The Annual Students’ Health Check-ups include the Group-I Students, Group-II Students
and Newly Admitted Students etc. The type of health check-up you are required to
take will differ depending on the date of admission. Each Health Check-ups has its own
implementation period and is provided free of charge. For details, please check the Health
Service Center website.

You may need medical certificates for scholarships, entrance exams, job applications and
so on. We can issue the certificates only to the students who have had the check-ups.
Please note that there is a designated period for the check-ups.

6-3 What to Do When Sick or Injured

Japan has a wide variety of medical centers, including general hospitals, specialized
hospitals, and clinics. The choice of which facility should be visited depends on the type
and severity of your medical problem. Before you become sick or injured, you should find
out what services are offered by neighborhood clinics, as well as their hours, closed days,
and other information. Usually, to receive medical treatment at a large hospital, you need to
have a referral letter. If you go to a large hospital without a referral letter, you will be asked
to pay a fee for Treatment of Patients’ Choice (This fee depends on the individual hospital.)
This fee is not covered by the National Health Insurance (NHI). Smaller hospitals usually
have shorter wait times and if you are not having severe symptoms, it may be preferable to
seek treatment at the University Health Service Center or at a smaller local hospital. If you
experience a serious illness or other medical emergencies, dial 119 to call an ambulance.

If you wish to be examined at the University of Tokyo Hospital, it is necessary to obtain
a referral letter from a clinic or other medical facilities. If you visit them without the
referral letter, you will have to pay an additional ¥13,200 as a special healthcare fee (as of
December 2025). They are by appointment only.

As there are few medical institutions that provide treatment in foreign languages, it is
important to gather information in advance.

6-4 Pregnancy, Childbirth, and Childcare

When pregnancy is diagnosed, you need to submit a notice of pregnancy (Ninshin-Todoke)
to your municipal office to receive a maternity and childcare handbook (Boshi Kenko
Techo) which is used to record the health of you and your child, including the conditions of
your pregnancy / childbirth, and the progress of your child’s development after birth. This
handbook needs to be presented when you receive medical exams during pregnancy, and
when your child receives medical exams and inoculations after birth.

The following procedures need to be carried out when a child is born to foreign nationals in Japan.
You need to receive a birth certificate from the doctor and take it to your municipal office
within 14 days of birth in order to file a birth notice (Shussei-Todoke). After you file the
notice, your child will be registered in your household. Within 60 days of birth, your child
can be registered without status of residence (visa). If your child stays in Japan more than
60 days after birth, you need to apply for his/her passport to the Embassy of your country
and his/her “Permission to Acquire Status of Residence” to the Immigration Services Bureaus
within 30 days of birth. If you submit the certificate of residence of your household at the
Immigration Services Bureaus, your address will be printed on Residence Card for your child.
A variety of family-oriented services are provided by each municipality, including
consultation on how to place children in a nursery or elementary school, introductions to
Japanese language classes, and information on special events. Contact your municipal
office for details.

B University Nurseries

UTokyo operates nurseries on the Hongo, Shirokane, Komaba, and Kashiwa Campuses to
help students and employees balance their academic pursuits and jobs with their family
responsibilities. These facilities care for children who are at least 6 weeks old and not yet of school
age (or not yet 3 years old as of April 1, as in the case of Keyaki Day Nursery on Hongo Campus).

In order for a child to qualify for daycare, both the mother and father must work or study,
diseases, nursing care, nursing, and other circumstances, and at least one of them must be
affiliated with UTokyo. Service is divided into two types: regular daycare, which is provided
all day from Monday to Friday, and occasional daycare, which is provided for certain days
and hours specified by the parent. Saturday care is also available to those who need it.
Those who wish to use the nursery should apply from the online application form on the
Nursery Information page on the Office for Gender Equity website by the first business day,
two calendar months before you wish to start using regular daycare, or by the first business
day, one calendar month before you wish to start using occasional daycare.

Admissions screening is handled by the Nursery Screening Committee. Due to limited
capacity, some applicants may not be accepted.

To further enhance the campus nursery facilities, UTokyo opened the “Poppins Nursery
School Todai Hongo Sakura” on Hongo Campus in 2018.

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Information for Raising Children in Japan

Nurseries in Japan usually start their school year every April. In order to qualify for
application, certain criteria need to be fulfilled, such as both parents being employed
or enrolled as students. Nurseries in Tokyo are almost always filled to capacity and
even families who meet the entry criteria are not able to find a place for their child,
especially when applying mid-way through the school year. In addition, it may take from
one to several months from when application is made until the child is able to attend
the nursery, so finding a place immediately after arriving in Japan can be very difficult.
It is recommended that students planning on coming to Japan with young children
obtain information about the Japanese nursery school system and create a plan so
that you do not struggle to find appropriate childcare after your arrival.

6-5 Emergency Contacts

Japan has a relatively low crime rate, but unfortunately there has been a rise in serious
crimes in recent years. Students, especially women, are urged to refrain from walking alone
at night whenever possible, whether on or off campus. If you must go out at night, take
whatever precautions you can to protect yourself, such as walking with friends and choosing
only well-lit paths.
- If you feel your safety is being threatened, immediately call the police.
- If you become involved in a traffic accident or other accident, call the police and / or the
fire department.
- If you see a fire, call the fire department.
If the emergency occurs on campus, call the relevant university emergency number below.
Also, in any situation, contact the administrative office of your faculty / graduate school.
- If you wish to have an escort when traveling through campus, you can request the
university’s escort service to provide you one by calling 03-5841-4919 (Hongo Campus
Security Office).

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6-6 Earthquake Preparedness

Japan is an earthquake-prone country. The 1995 Southern Hyogo Prefecture Earthquake,
the 2004 Niigata Prefecture Chuetsu Earthquake, the 2011 Great East Japan Earthquake
and the 2024 Noto Peninsula Earthquake caused many casualties. We should always be
prepared for earthquakes.

B Being Prepared

Registering with your country’s embassy

+ Although not obligatory it is advisable to inform your country’s embassy or consulate general
about your residency in Japan for contacting in case of a disaster. Depending on the country
this can be done by registering directly at the embassy or using their online service.

Home Preparations

+ Secure furniture with fasteners to prevent toppling during an earthquake.
Before installing fasteners, be sure to obtain permission from your landlord or building
superintendent. Fasteners and other anti-toppling devices are available at most department
stores and home improvement / DIY centers. It is especially important to firmly secure book
shelves and furniture holding heavy objects in order to prevent their contents from tumbling out.

- Store your important items together in one location.
Store your passport and other important items in the same place so that you can readily
take them with you when evacuating.

« Determine the safest spot inside your home.
Relatively safe spots include areas with many posts / pillars, areas where heavy objects
will not fall, and areas beneath sturdy furniture.

Family Preparations

- Decide a place for family members to gather during an emergency.

- Inform your children’s school,etc of your emergency contact information.

Evacuation Preparations

- Learn the location of your local shelter, evacuation site,etc.
Your municipal office has brochures on disaster refuge areas and earthquake-related
information, so be sure to obtain a copy and carefully read it.

Emergency Kit

- Prepare a backpack with the following items and store it in any easily accessible location
so that you can easily take it with you when evacuating.
Drinking water / Food for at minimum of 3 days (canned bread, canned food, etc.) / Can
opener / Medicine / First aid kit / Flashlight / Radio / New batteries / Sanitary items

B When an earthquake strikes, first respond as follows:

- Take shelter under a sturdy desk, a door frame, or other area providing protection.

- Stay away from windows and other glass objects to protect yourself from glass shards.

- As there is a risk of falling objects, please ensure your own safety and do not move
unnecessarily until the shaking stops.

- Open a window or door leading outside to keep an exit open for evacuation.

- Turn off all electric/gas burners and heaters, and close the gas main.
- If outdoors, evacuate to a safe, wide open area.

B Precautions When Evacuating

Even after the initial big tremors subside, there is a strong likelihood that aftershocks will
follow for some time. Accordingly, it is wise not to re-enter or remain inside your home.
Instead, cooperate with your neighbors in evacuating to as safe a place as possible.

- Wear shoes to protect your feet when crossing areas covered with broken glass.

+ Protect your head by covering it with a cushion or similar object.

- If smoke is in the air, cover your mouth and nose with a moist cloth.

- Do not use elevators.

- Carefully listen to a radio to obtain accurate information.

- Do not evacuate by automobile.

+ Do your best to stay calm.

*Since many people use the phone right after an earthquake, you may have trouble getting
through. Once things have settled down, contact your family back home, and make sure
you also contact the university (your individual lab/faculty/graduate school) in order to let
them know of your condition (safety confirmation).

B Disaster Message Services

- The Disaster Message Board is a service that allows users to register their safety
information using mobile phones, etc. in the event of a disaster, such as an earthquake
with Seismic Intensity 6 lower or greater. In the event of a disaster, telephones and mobile
phones operators begin operating their respective Disaster Message Board services. The
Disaster Message Board of the major mobile phone operators are all linked to enable
cross-searches. When family members and friends are caught in a disaster, these services
may be used to confirm their safety and for communication purposes. TV, radio and other
media sources will announce the start of the disaster messaging services.

« These services provide a trial service on the 1st and 15th of each month, during the New Year’s
Holidays (Jan 1 - Jan 3), the disaster prevention and volunteer week (Jan 15 - Jan 21) as well as the
disaster prevention week (Aug 30 - Sept 5). Please check the web pages for the detail hours.

B What to do in the event of an earthquake while on campus

- UTokyo has specified that the following actions are to be taken in the event of an earthquake
measuring greater than Seismic Intensity (JMA Scale) 5 lower while on campus. In the event of
an earthquake occurring, your first task is to individually ensure your own safety, and when the
shaking stops, follow the instructions given by members of faculty or staff.

- Primary evacuation sites are decided in front of the building you are in at the time of the
earthquake. Secondary evacuation sites are determined depending upon your academic
department. (see Reference 1). If you are not sure of the locations of your evacuation
sites, please check with the administration offices of your departments.

+ In the event of an earthquake measuring greater than Seismic Intensity (JMA Scale) 6
lower, post-earthquake safety and usability assessment (Oukyu kikendo hantei) will be
carried out throughout the campus. The results of the assessment for each building will
be placed that will be easy for everyone to see. If there are no notices visible, do not
enter the building and follow the instructions by the disaster management staff.

+ In the event of a disaster while off-campus, first make sure of your own safety. Remember
to contact the university regarding your situation once things settled down (see Reference
2). Please make sure you know the contact information and the method of roll call and
safety confirmation at your department.

- If you receive instructions from your departmental disaster response office, even off
campus, please follow them.

B Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and
Research (Gakkensai)
- Administrative office of your faculty/graduate school

This is a personal accident indemnity insurance which provides benefit packages for injuries
or accidents sustained by the student during education and research activities in Japan or
while overseas. All students studying at the University are enrolled in the insurance, with
the university covering the insurance premiums. (Students do not need to take any action
by themselves.) However, this package does not include any indemnity liability, illness
and injuries sustained outside of education and research activities. In order to cover these
incidences, additional coverages must be obtained (the payment of the premiums is the
enrollee’s responsibility).

If you plan to drive a car or motorcycle, be sure to purchase an automobile insurance
policy, since you could be liable to pay a very large amount of compensation to victims
of traffic accidents that you might cause. Even if your driving is limited to just a summer
vacation trip or other short-term occasions, always make sure you obtain insurance cover.
Automobile policies can be purchased from casualty insurance companies.
In daily life, students with bicycles are recommended to obtain insurance that covers
injuries they may cause to others while riding. To protect you from paying the amount
of expenses which were caused by bicycle accidents, you should purchase the optional
insurances for the “Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and
Research (Gakkensai Comprehensive Student Life Insurance)”.

B Emergency control services

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7-1 National Pension System

The National Pension is a public pension system that provides pension benefits to an
insured person when he/she reaches a pension age -the age of 65 according to the current
(2025) law or becomes disabled. Regardless of nationality, all registered residents of Japan
aged 20 to 59 years are obliged to enroll in the National Pension System.If you cannot pay
contributions, there are contribution postponement and exemption systems.

7-2 Social Security and Tax Number System (“my Number”)

For those residing in Japan under a mid-term or long-term visa, once you have registered
your address at your local municipal office you will be issued with a social security and
tax number, known as “My Number” (12-digit Individual Number). A letter containing your
Individual Number Notice ({8l A &= @0E) will be sent to your address via registered mail.
Please take great care not to lose it. You will need to provide this number when applying for
part-time jobs, and when changing your address (both when moving in and/or out). Your
“My Number” is an important piece of personal information, and under no circumstances
are you to supply it to anyone outside of an official context. Your “My Number” remains
valid even after leaving Japan, so please keep it safe in case you have cause to use it in the
future.

B My Number Card

A My Number Card can be used as an official identification card, and in addition, you can
obtain official documents at convenience stores, and some administrative procedures can
be applied for online. The My Number Card can also be used as a national health insurance
card at medical institutions after registration for use (see 6-1).

Once the Individual Number Notice ({8 AZES@HE) arrives at your address, you can
apply for the My Number Card either online or by mail. After applying, you will receive an
issuance notice from your local municipal office in about one month, and you should pick
up your My Number Card at the office. Please remember the two PIN numbers that you will

©
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set when receiving your My Number Card. If you forget your PIN number(s), you can reset
and reconfigure it. For more details, please check the following website.

The validity period of your My Number Card is the same as the period of your residence
card. If your residence period is extended, you will need to renew your My Number Card
as well.

7-3 Municipal Office

In addition to being the place where you complete registration of residency, your municipal
office provides a variety of helpful services, including legal consultation and distribution of
handbooks containing valuable information on such matters as garbage disposal methods,
contact numbers of emergency hospitals, and the location of disaster refuge areas. Service
is provided from 9:00 to 17:00 Monday through Friday, excluding national holidays.

Also, many municipalities offer various programs and events for foreign residents, such as
Japanese language classes, bazaars, study tours, and some even offer scholarships. For
details, contact your municipal office. These gatherings are great ways to interact with
people outside the university, so try to participate as much as possible.

7-4 Moving

When moving to a new address, be sure to carry out the following procedures.

(1) Change-of-address notice

Filing a change-of-address notice with the post office allows mail sent to your old address
to be forwarded to your new address free of charge for 1 year, so complete this procedure
as early as possible, preferably by visiting the post office nearest your home. Change-of-
address notices can also be submitted through the following webpage.

(2) Registration of residence procedures

If your new address is in the same municipality, file a change-of-address notice at your
municipal office’s residence registration counter within 14 days of moving. If you relocated
to another municipality, visit its registration counter within 14 days of moving in order to
apply for moving-in.

(3) Notification to the University

After you finish moving and complete the necessary residence registration procedure, visit
the administrative office of your faculty/graduate school to report your change of address.
You will need to submit a photocopy of both sides of your Residence Card.

B Obtaining a permit to work part-time

Since your purpose for coming to Japan is to engage in study and research, you have the
status of residence “Student”, which does not permit you to work, even part-time. In order
to hold a part-time job, you must have the “Permission to Engage in Activity other than that
Permitted under the Status of Residence Previously Granted”.

Furthermore, you are not permitted to work while you are on leave-of-absence (see 1-10).

When you receive your first interview for a particular job, have the employer give you a
written description of the job hours, wage, payday, and other terms, in order to prevent
misunderstandings later on. Note that international students are prohibited from working
for adult entertainment businesses, including jobs related to gambling or sexual services.
Before taking on a part-time job, ask your supervisor to help you plan a work schedule that
will not adversely affect your studies and research. Please refer to Social Security and Tax
Number System (“My Number”) as well (see 7-2).

7-6 Phone Service

You can purchase a mobile phone at a mobile phone/home appliance retailer. Carefully
check a plan before you make a contract. If you wish to install a phone in your home,
contact the local NTT office or other phone company.

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7-7 Postal Service

For postal rates, check the link above. Except for savings counters, nearly all post office
counters are open from 9:00 to 17:00 Monday through Friday. Some major post offices are
open until 21:00 and/or offer service on the weekend (through an after-hours counter).

You can also open a regular savings account at a post office (JP bank). MEXT Scholarships
and Honors Scholarships for Privately Financed International Students are paid only to this
type of account. Postal savings counters are open from 9:00 to 16:00 Monday through
Friday, excluding national holidays. To open an account, you will need to present your
residence card, your student ID etc. An appointment may be required, and visits without an
appointment may not be accepted.

In addition to post offices, there are also private courier companies. (you can ask for
delivery of a parcel at a convenience store etc.)

B Post Office ‘Undelivered Item Notice’ (‘Fuzai-Hyo/Fuzai-Todoke’)

An ‘undelivered item notice’ will be left in your mailbox if you are not home to receive a
letter/package that must be signed for/is too large for your mailbox (cash cards and credit
cards from your bank, items purchased online, etc.).

You can request redelivery by phone and/or online (depending on the delivery company)
using the reference number on the notice. These notices have an expiration date, after
which the post office/delivery company will return the item to the sender. Therefore, please
ensure to check your mailbox regularly for these notices and to order redelivery as soon as
possible.

For those living in UTokyo accommodations, please note that each accommodation facility
has its own system for handling the delivery of a letter/package.

7-8 Banks

Banks are open from 9:00 to 15:00 Monday through Friday, excluding national holidays. To
open a bank account, you are asked to make an appointment in advance and will need to
present your residence card, Student ID etc. at a bank counter. As the required documents
may vary by bank and branch, it is recommended to contact the bank branch you plan to
visit in advance. If you have difficulty in understanding Japanese, you may be asked to bring
someone who understands Japanese.

In addition to savings and money transfer*, banks handle services such as payment of
utility bills (electricity/water/gas) and National Health Insurance fees as well as automatic
transfer of deposits and payment of credit card bills.

*For newly arrived foreign nationals, certain account services such as money transfer
cannot be available for the first several months with some banks. Please check the
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conditions set by the banks in advance.

*Please note that you need to inform the bank where you set up your account immediately
if there are any changes to your address, the period of your stay or other information. It is a
crime to give or sell your bank account (your bank card or bankbook) to another person.

B For MEXT Scholarship recipients
In order to receive scholarship payments, MEXT scholarship recipients are required to open
a bank account with JP Bank “YUCHO” Bank by a specified date. The international student
officer in your department will instruct you in the process of applying for a YUCHO account,
so please follow their directions carefully.

B Credit Cards

To have a credit card in Japan, you need to obtain the approval from a credit card company. Please
note that the eligibility for credit cards varies from company-to-company. International students
often encounter issues when they apply for credit cards just after arriving in Japan, so we advise
you to bring your credit card from your country of residence.

International credit cards, such as Visa, MasterCard, JCB and American Express, are widely
accepted in Japan. Please note that a lot of mobile phone carriers in Japan will require
payment by credit card.

7-9 Living Expenses

You can purchase daily necessities at supermarkets and other retail stores. Most shops put
many items on sale, and discount some food near closing time each day. In addition, 100
yen shops and discount stores offer all sorts of merchandise at very low prices, so consider
shopping at them to conserve your finances. Also, nearly all convenience stores are open
24 hours every day.

W Living Costs in Tokyo

Cost of living in Tokyo is the highest in Japan, a country already known for its high cost
of living. The average monthly expense (tuition fees not included) for UTokyo Graduate
Students is JPY 139,030. This will include an average rent of JPY 69,538 and an average cost
of food JPY 48,815.

7-10 Bicycles

When riding a bicycle at night, you may be stopped by police for inspection of your

Residence card or some other form of identification, and bicycle anti-theft registration

sticker. If the police find that the bicycle is registered in someone else’s name, you may be

detained at a police box for a long time, and possibly even charged with theft. To avoid this
unpleasant experience, observe the following precautions.

- When purchasing a bicycle, be sure to carry out anti-theft registration at the store.

- If you receive a bicycle from a friend, have him / her provide you with a document
certifying the transfer, and then take the document to a bicycle dealer to carry out anti-
theft registration in your name.

- Never ride an abandoned bicycle.

B When riding a bicycle, please obey the following rules.

(1) In principle always cycle on the road, not the sidewalk, except under specific
circumstances that prevent safe cycling on the road.

(2) Cycle on the left side of the road.

(3) When on a sidewalk, ride slowly on the side next to the road. Always remember that
pedestrians have the right of way.

(4) Obey the following safety rules.
- Do not ride while intoxicated.
- Do not ride double.
- Turn on your bicycle light when cycling at night.
- Do not ride alongside another cyclist.
- Obey traffic signals. Before entering an intersection, please come to a stop and make
sure that you can cross safely.

(5) Make sure to wear a helmet when cycling.

(6) Do not use an umbrella when cycling.

(7) Do not make phone calls, use mobile phones/other devices, or listen to music with
earphones when cycling.

B On-campus Bicycle Parking Permit Application (for a fee)

If you wish to park a bicycle on Hongo campus (including the Asano and Yayoi Areas), you
are required to apply for and purchase a permit every academic year, and attach it to your
bicycle. Permits are available from the University’s the Co-op store No.2 and the Co-op
store in the Yayoi Area. The permits cost JPY 1,000 if you are a student and JPY 2,500 if you
are a faculty/staff member each academic year.

If your bicycle is parked on campus without a permit or with an expired permit, it will
be locked until the owner can be confirmed. Therefore, please make sure to apply every
academic year. For the procedures on how to have a locked bicycle unlocked, please refer
to the website below.

*Please apply for the parking permit only after completing the bicycle theft prevention
registration.

*If you obtain a bicycle from someone, e.g. a friend, please ask them to provide a document
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(transfer certificate). This will be required for various procedures.

*If you obtain a bicycle from someone, you need to obtain a new bicycle theft prevention
registration number in your name at the police station or other relevant authority.

*If you enter the campus with a bicycle given to you without obtaining a new bicycle theft
prevention registration number that is in your name, and the bicycle is locked on campus,
you will need to submit a document to the UTokyo Environment Group that proves that you
received the bicycle when you ask them to unlock the bicycle. If the name on the parking
permit application differs from the bicycle owner, the UTokyo Environment Group will need
to check and confirm the relevant documents.

*If you no longer need the bicycle (e.g., due to graduation), please dispose of it yourself.
Leaving it on campus is strictly prohibited.

7-12 Be Cautious of Invitations from Cults
or Other Malicious Groups, and of Scams

Invitations from Cults or Malicious Groups

There are some groups which appear to be social clubs or international exchange
organizations looking to invite students for various other purposes. These groups may invite
students to join under the pretense of being a study or self-improvement group, or a place
to learn Japanese or English. The names of the group may refer to making friendships or
cultural exchange. You may be invited by a Japanese member or a foreign member of the
group. After joining a few times you may have a feeling of uneasiness or suspicion, but
since you have already developed a friendly relationship with some of the members it may
be hard to refuse further invitations. If you are not interested in participating in the group,
it is best to make a firm refusal. However, if you are finding it difficult or confused on how to
stop participating, please consult with students around you or someone from the university.
It is important not to give personal information such as your name or contact information
to someone that you do not know well. Also, if the person seems suspicious, it is important
to ask to see their student ID or other personal identification. (There are times when you
should not trust business cards.)

Fraudulent Business Practices and Consumer Issues

“Catch sales” are when you are solicited to buy high end items such as make-up or artwork
by randomly being asked on the street. Many times these schemes involve a “free trial.”
Please be cautious if you are asked to participate in a free trial period, receive free trial
items, or register for such items on the internet. If you enter into a contract against your
will and wish to break the contract, there is a cooling-off system that can help you to break
some contracts within a certain period of time. Students sometimes pay “false invoices”
where they receive bills or payment slips either online or by postal mail for services or items
they have not purchased. In many cases these invoices include threatening statements
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that payment is overdue or that there will be legal action taken against the student if they
do not pay. If you receive such a bill, do not contact the sending organization and consult
someone from the university.

Damages caused by “Yami-Baito” (Illegal/criminal part-time job)

The number of the incidences where information of credit cards, passwords and IDs
obtained fraudulently is used to purchase goods, such as electronic devices, online and
have them delivered to international students living in Japan, or withdrawing money
through transfers from internet banking accounts accessed using stolen identification
has been taking place increasingly all over Japan. International students are drawn into
these crimes through information on the internet, leaflets, or through word-of-mouth of
acquaintances. In these cases, the international students are offered large compensation
for simply receiving and delivering goods or withdrawing money using stolen cards
pretending to be a Japanese. The international students involved are simply unaware that
what they are doing is a crime, or once they realize they cannot stop because of the money.
In any event, these cases are the crimes and some international students have already been
arrested in fact. Please do not accept these offers and avoid ending up being accomplices
in these criminal acts.

Fraud Using the Names of Your Home-Country Police, Embassies, or Private
Companies

There have been many cases of scams in which callers pretending to be from embassies
or the police of your home country deceive you by claiming that your bank account or cell
phone is being used for a crime, that you are involved in a crime and need a cash, and that
you will be deported if you cannot pay it. In these cases, a person gets panicked and is
deceived by a sudden phone call in your native language. If you receive such a call, hang
up the phone and consult your family, someone close to you, the university, or the police. If
you receive a call from an unknown number or a call with a number withheld, be careful not
to answer the call immediately.

7-13 Other Safety Precautions

B Prevention of alcohol related accidents

In Japan, drinking while under the age of 20 and encouraging those under 20 to drink is
strictly prohibited by law. Before drinking, please pay attention to your health as well as
the physical conditions of the others. If you find someone losing consciousness due to
intoxication, be sure not to leave them alone. In that case, necessary care must be taken,
including calling for an ambulance.

B Drug Abuse Prevention

Use or possession of illegal and hazardous drugs (including synthetic cannabinoids) is
strictly prohibited by law. Some medicines (pain reliever, etc.) authorized in your country
may contain a chemical that is illegal to possess/use in Japan. Please carefully check if you
are allowed to bring your medicine from your country with you.

B Ethics for dealings with information and social media

You must comply with information ethics stipulated by UTokyo not only on campus, but also

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8-1 Leaving Japan

Things to do at the University

O Verify the necessary procedures you must follow before leaving with the Graduate
School/Faculty you belong to and other related offices.

O If necessary, apply for an official transcript, certificate of graduation, etc.

O Return the book(s) you borrowed at a library.

O Return your Univ. Co-op card at Co-op office and receive a refund of your membership
fee.

O If you are in the UTokyo accommodation, inform the dormitory office of your moving
date.

Other things to do regarding your daily life

Moving out from an apartment

O Apartment: Inform the landlord of your moving date.

O Clean your room thoroughly and dispose of any garbage at the specified area. Be
sure of the procedures for disposing of large sized waste and specified kinds of home
appliances (ex. fridge, TV, etc.). Disposal of some items is not for free and requires
completing certain procedures in advance. Procedures differ by area of residence.
Please check your area of residence’s official website to confirm the procedures and
locations of where large sized waste can be disposed.

O Contact your utility provider (Water, Gas, Electricity) in advance to let them know the
date you will be canceling your service. Pay the due utility charges by convenience store
payment or automatic bank withdrawal.

O Cancel your contract with the mobile phone company and Internet Service Provider.

O Close your bank/postal savings account if you are no longer using it to make payments
or receive income. If you will need to pay the final bills for your utility fees, telephone
fees or credit card payment, do not close your account before you complete all the
payments.

At the Ward/City Office

O Submit a “Leaving Notification”
When you return to your country permanently, you will need to submit an out-going
certificate. If you forget this, you will continue to be billed for National Health Insurance
even after you return home. When the day your return has been decided, please bring
the proof of returning such as an airline ticket to your ward or city office.

O Return your Individual Number Card (My Number Card)
1.Those who leave Japan with no plan to return: Return your My Number Card at your
local municipal office.
2. Those who have a plan to return to Japan in the future: Your My Number Card will be
returned with a stamp on the front side of your card. So, please show your Card when

asa
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you apply for residence registration at your local municipal office in the future.
*About “My Number”: A 12-digit individual number called “My Number” is an important
number which is valid throughout your entire life even after you leave Japan with no plan
to return (see 7-2).

O National Health Insurance/Pension
For National Health Insurance, complete cancellation procedures and return your
card. It takes more time to complete the procedures for leaving Japan. In addition,
the counter is very crowded during the peak period for leaving procedures. Please
be prepared well in advance. For National Pension Plan, complete the procedures for
withdrawing and for receiving the lump-sum withdrawal payment. Once you receive your
payments, however, your coverage periods for the basis of the payments entitlement
will no longer be valid to apply for other Japanese benefits.

Change of Visa Status

O Student - Temporary Visitor
If you wish to stay in Japan after graduation for short period of time for preparation for
leaving Japan, you are supposed to change your status of residence from “Student” to
“Temporary Visitor” (short-term stay)(see 1-6). However, please note that student whose
period of stay is 1 year and 3 months or 2 year and 3 months, etc. (a certain number of
year plus 3 months) cannot change your status to “Temporary Visitor” (short-term stay)
because your period of stay already contains the preparation period for departure (for 3
months).

O Student - Designated Activities etc
If you wish to stay in Japan for a while after graduating/completing your studies at
UTokyo, you must change your status of residence from “Student” to the appropriate
status of residence for the purpose of your stay. You cannot continue to stay in Japan on
a Student visa (see 1-12, 1-13).
